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From the Rabbi

t’s clear these days that people are taking to the streets in search of freedom. In many parts of the

world, in Rabbi Heschel’s wonderful words, “people are praying with their feet, putting into action
their deepest yearnings.” As Jews, our natural response is to want them to succeed, for the freedom
afforded by democracy is at the core of who we are as a people.

One of our towers of strength in this regard, Natan Sharansky, recently spoke about our challenge
today. This is not a time, he insisted, for us to retreat from our core values, anywhere in the world, and
particularly in the Middle East. “This is the moment for those Israelis who believe that peace has to be
built bottom-up. Israelis like me. This is a great moment. Let’s try to use it. The entire free world should
say that only those who accept the principles of democratic change should be permitted to participate
and be empowered by the process.”

As he does in his book, The Case for Democracy, Sharansky enables us to stand on a platform that
allows us Jews to continue to call for the realization of our historic vaiues around justice and freedom, while at the same time maintaining
a clear view of threats to our physical well being. “I don’t think we have to weaken,” he says. “But the only chance to create something
whereby we’ll be less dependent on our military power is to give a chance to democratic reforms.”

It is sage advice for us over in the Middle East. It is wisdom for us as well as citizens of this democracy of the United States, which
itself is struggling for the room to breathe free. As we celebrate our festival of freedom of Pesah, let us reassert in our own hearts
and souls the deepest yearnings of the Jewish people -- which are the deepest yearnings of humanity as a whole -- for personal and
communal justice and real peace.

Update from the Religious Committee

abbi Joshua and the Religious Committe have updated the way we are implementing the triennial cycle of Torah reading.

For many years synagogues within the Conservative Movement have been reading approximately one-third of the weekly
portion each year during the Torah service on Shabbat, and finishing the entire cycle over a three-year period. There have been many
variations of the triennial cycle out there, and OZ has had its own version as well.

In the mid '90s the Rabbinical Assembly adopted a preferred reading schedule. The Assembly proposed that synagogues using
the triennial cycle adopt this schedule so there would be less confusion and more continuity within the movement. After comparing
the R.A.'s schedule with that which we were reading, we decided to adopt the revised schedule of readings.

We started the new variation in early December and have been very pleased since its implementation. Formerly we skipped
around quite a bit, and it was often difficult to follow the narrative. With the new approach, we read one-third of the sedra (portion)
each week. The new standard allows for the Torah readings to be a bit shorter. At times we will repeat special readings, such as the
Ten Commandments, the S% 'ma, and the Song of Songs.

Since the departure of Rabbi David, Torah is being read by Rabbi Joshua, Rabbi Jan and our congregants. This has been both
exciting and challenging. With shorter portions we hope we will be more proficient in our /eyning (chanting), and that more
congregants will join us in reading from the scroll. Rabbi Jan has graciously volunteered to coach those who wish to add their names
to the growing list of Torah reading volunteers. In memory of Marv's parents, Marv and Diane Greenberg have donated a Tikkun,
a special chumash, to the synagogue. The Tikkun, an aid to studying Torah portions, has a column of the Hebrew with vowels and
trope, and a column, like the Torah, without them. The 7Tikkun may be signed out from Rabbi Jan's office.

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Profile: Alex Wilde

It is a bright, sunlit morning
in late winter, the sun
reflecting off the newly fallen
snow. Alexander and Barbara
Wilde welcome me into their
condo in Williston, and as we
sitaround the dining room table,
Alex begins his story, which also
starts out bright and sunny before
turning into a dark tale of terror.

d Alex was born in Vienna,
Austria in May of 1923, the
only child of Sigmund Wildholz,

a banker/lawyer and his wife Ernestine, a practicing physician.

Both of his parents were born in Poland and retained their Polish

citizenship, though they chose to remain in Vienna after meeting

there as university students. “Life was good,” Alex recalls. The
family lived comfortably in their home in central Vienna and spent
summers in the Vienna woods, among many relatives and friends.

By the mid ‘30s, while Austrians still considered their lifestyles
safe, discrimination against Jews in Germany was prevalent; then
on March 13, 1938, Hitler marched into Austria and laid claim to
the country. A 15-year-old boy of outstanding intelligence, Alex was
at the time a student at a gymnasium, an accelerated high school.
Within months, he says, “both faculty and students were kicked
out on a day’s notice.” Students were sent to lesser schools, and
discrimination quickly and thoroughly took over their lives. His
mother was given notice that she could no longer function as a
physician, and his father could no longer work in banking or law.
They did, however, apply for passports in case they were forced to
leave Austria, but held very little hope of receiving them in a timely
manner or being welcomed into any other country.

On the evening of Yom Kippur, shortly after the family arrived
home from Kol Nidre services, Nazi storm troopers pounded on
their door, giving them a half-hour to pack one suitcase and ordering
them to report to the railroad station to be transported to an unknown
destination. “The troopers were waiting at the front gate, while we
escaped by a back stairway,” Alex remembers. After a few days
with friends, they found a one-room, barely furnished apartment
in the Vienna ghetto, where they lived until the late fall.

November 9, 1938, Kristallnacht, the Night of Broken Glass: In
one night 1,350 synagogues were burned to the ground, including
102 in Vienna alone; 7000 businesses and thousands of private
homes were ransacked; and 30,000 Jewish men were grabbed on
the streets or dragged out of their homes to be sent to concentration
camps. On his way home from work as an office temp, Alex’s
father was among those rounded up. Taken to a police station, he
was tortured for several days before being loaded onto a freight
train bound for Dachau. A couple of weeks later, Alex’s mother
received a letter from him urging her to do everything possible to
get their son out of the country.

Thanks to the British government, escape for children was
possible. An emergency law had been enacted to permit 10,000
children beyond the established quota from Germany, Austria and
Czechoslovakia to be taken to England. (Parenthetically, Alex adds,
the US Congress debated similar legislation but voted against it,
claiming that America did not want to separate children from their
parents). Although the transport was designed for children ages 3
to 14, Dr. Wildholz obtained permission for her 15-year-old son to
be included. On the evening of December 10, 1938, just one month
after the conflagration, Alex boarded a train with one small suitcase,
one of 500 kids who didn’t know if and when they’d ever see their
parents again. (Of the 10,000 children on the Kindertransport from
December 1, 1938 to September 1, 1939, when the war in Europe
officially started, fewer than 500 were ever reunited with parents
or relatives).

Once in England, the Jewish children were housed temporarily
at an unoccupied summer camp. “Both Jews and Gentiles opened
their hearts and homes as foster parents,” Alex recalls. On the day
before Christmas, an elderly gentleman from Edinburgh, Scotland
offered to take in an older boy, and Alex was on a train once again
the next day. “Mr. Ettrup, a Dane who had lost his wife and had no
children, was a retired roofing contractor living in Scotland with
a housekeeper. He made every effort to make me feel at home,”
Alex says. “He gave me my own room, took me to buy clothes, and
enrolled me in a trade school where they held classes in English.”

What happened next was extraordinary. When Alex’s patron
learned that his father languished in a concentration camp and his
mother was alone and anxious in Vienna, he investigated what
it would take to rescue them. Upon learning that the Gestapo
was willing to release concentration camp detainees who had
transportation, and that China would take in Jews without waiting
and without visas, he paid 1000 pounds each for two tickets to
Shanghai. The journey was to take the Wildholzes through Holland
and England and on to China. Upon arriving in Southampton,
however, they applied for and were granted asylum in England.
“Mr. Ettrup cancelled the tickets to China, losing 100 pounds since
the journey was not completed, but he considered it a small expense
to save two lives,” Alex says. He was reunited with his parents in
the summer of 1939.

The Jewish Council found a job for his dad as a wood pattern
maker in a workshop and his mother was asked to run a rooming
house for German and Austrian refugees. However, having
discovered that Nazi spies were infiltrating their country cloaked
as Jewish refugees, the English decided early in 1940 to intern
every foreign-born male over the age of 14. Alex and his father
were arrested and detained separately, Alex at a race track fitted
out with barbed wire and sentry posts. “Although we were fed,
clothed, provided with reading material and sports equipment and
treated kindly,” Alex says, “we were still interned.”

While her husband and son were gone, and much to her surprise,
Dr. Wildholz received word that their visa was granted. Because
so many Polish citizens had lost their lives, their application had
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advanced quickly, and the family was able to arrange to come to
America on an affidavit from a cousin living here. Their passage
from Liverpool to New York was paid by the Jewish Community
Council. “We were in more danger than we realized aboard an
unescorted ocean liner,” Alex says. “German submarines were
sinking ships all over the Atlantic.”

Fortunately, they arrived safely on October 12, 1940. From the
beginning, though, New York was bewildering for Alex’s parents,
so they were happy to accept the Hebrew Immigrant Aid Society’s
offer to send them to Indianapolis by Greyhound Bus. The family
settled in the small village of Knox, Indiana, 40 miles from Chicago.
Once again the Jewish Community Council came to their aid, renting
them a small house. His father found office work in a factory and
his mother worked as a private duty nurse. “We were able to live
economically, breathing free in Indiana.”

Alex enrolled in a 6-month study program at Indiana State
Teachers College in Terre Haute, and subsequently obtained an
office job in Michigan City, Indiana at a factory that made tubular
furniture in peacetime but was then in war production. Granted a
deferment on that basis, he nevertheless forfeited the deferment
and enlisted in the US Army. Very few of Alex’s European relatives
survived, but he had an aunt and uncle in Yugoslavia who had joined
the partisans. “I couldn’t bear to be a civilian, living at home and
working at an easy job,” he says.

Alex was inducted into the Army on September 15, 1943, and the
following January, while in basic training in Aberdeen, Maryland,
he received his US citizenship. It was then that he shortened his
name to Wilde, believing it to be easier to spell and pronounce. “In
later years I came to regret that the Wildholz name was not able to
be carried forth through my sons and grandsons,” he says. Hoping
that his language skills could be put to good use in the war effort
in Europe, he was sent instead to Alaska and the Aleutian Islands;
then, when the fighting in Europe ended, to Texas to retrain for duty
in the Pacific. The war in the Pacific ended while he was still in
Texas, where he remained until his discharge in February of 1946.

His parents were then living in Chicago. On the way back
from the train station to his family home, Alex stopped to register
at Roosevelt College, a new institution. The college admitted him
conditionally while attempting to research his high school records
from Vienna. After he earned all As in his first semester, however,
the search was abandoned and he was accepted as a regular student.
Eager to accelerate his education, he enrolled in summer school and
night school and took every class he could for extra credit, enabling
him to earn a Bachelor’s degree in business administration in two
years and three months. He ranked #1 in his graduating class, with
a 3.72 grade point average. A Master’s in business management
from the University of Chicago followed just nine months later.

Then 26 years old, Alex landed a job with the Labor Department,
gathering information for revising the cost of living index by
conducting housing and consumer surveys. “That was really
interesting,” Alex says. “I got a better education on the job than in
school.” After a year, he was invited to interview as a field service
officer in a joint Department of Labor/ State Department program
which brought industrialists, labor leaders and government officials

from Germany and Austria to the US for a 90-day program to
observe the inner workings of American democracy. It was Alex’s
job to handle all program arrangements for the visiting groups,
including travel, housing and PR, and to act as translator. “It was a
fascinating, hectic life, traveling from Alabama to Oregon, living
out of a suitcase,” Alex recalls. “I covered 125,000 miles in less
than a year-and-a-half, and met with scores of business leaders and
politicians.”

In September of 1951 a group of union leaders from Germany
included a young woman named Barbara Schneider, a champion of
people’s rights in the garment industry. She and Alex became good
friends over the course of the program, and they corresponded when
Barbara returned to Germany. The following year she immigrated to
Toronto, their relationship deepened, and on Memorial Day in 1954
they were married in Chicago. By then, Alex’s life was more stable.
He had answered a newspaper ad for an administrative position
with Blue Cross/Blue Shield, and remained with the company as a
manager for 38 years, retiring in January of 1990.

The Wildes have two sons and a daughter and four grandchildren.
Michael lives and works in Chicago, David is in California, and
Debbie settled here in Richmond six years ago with her husband,
Scott Lowe, and their son, Elliot. In the late 1980s, when she was
working at her first job in the field of orthotics and prosthetics in
Bangor Maine, Debbie had persuaded her parents to leave Chicago
and retire to Bangor. Eight months after Alex’s mother died in June
of 1989, he and Barbara relocated. (His father had passed away 25
years earlier). At the same time, Debbie was recruited for a position
in California, but Alex and Barbara decided to remain in Bangor,
where they enjoyed their home on 1 '% acres, made “wonderful
friends,” and became active members of their synagogue and the
greater community. Alex spoke in middle schools and high schools
throughout the state about his World War II experiences; among his
papers and documents are many thank-you letters from students.

After 20 years, however, it was time to move again. As Alex
and Barbara were aging, they were finding it difficult to maintain
their property, and, above all, they wanted to be closer to family.
Deciding to remain in the Northeast, they joined Debbie, Scott
and Elliott in Vermont last July. Alex says they are happy in the
“cosmopolitan, lively” Burlington area, and as members of Ohavi
Zedek. He was delighted to learn that one of his political heroes,
Madeleine Kunin, is also a congregant. The Wildes attend Shabbat
services and the Lunch & Learn series, and they look forward
to becoming involved with other programs as well. The entire
family will be gathering here in July, when Elliot celebrates his
bar mitzvah.

Sixteen years ago Alex returned to Vienna for the first time
since his childhood to show Barbara the building in which he was
born and the grade school he attended from 1929 to 1933. He could
not bring himself to revisit the high school from which he was so
painfully dismissed as a teenager, however. Much to his surprise, in
2006 Alex received an invitation from the school, which is trying to
come to terms with that sad, dark chapter in its history and to pay
tribute to the early victims of the Nazi regime. Of the 121 displaced
Jewish students, 24 were found alive in the US, Canada, Australia,
Israel and elsewhere, and of those, 11, including Alex, attended the
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ceremony, which he described as dignified and memorable. Seven
of the eight displaced teachers perished Auschwitz, and one died of
natural causes.

‘When he looks back, Alex feels he has come full circle. As his 88th
birthday approaches, he is grateful for the choices his parents made
in the perilous days of World War II in Europe, for the life he and
his family have been able to craft in America, and for the insight
his experiences have enabled him to impart to younger generations.

Alex’s story has been recorded and archived at the Yale Holocaust
Remembrance Center.

“Stand by Me” (Ben E. King)
Su;a}wrt Our Shul, 505 Year Z, Part >

| In the spring of 1961, one of the most beloved songs of all time was recorded by a young
|| artist named Ben E. King. The classic is titled “Stand by Me.” The words are an expression of
= unconditional love, trust, reliance, and belief in oneself as well. To paraphrase an excerpt...“When

- the night has come and the land is dark and the moon is the only light we see...When the sky
we look upon should tumble and fall and the mountains crumble into the sea, I won’t be afraid, no [ won’t shed a tear, just as long as
you stand by me.” I was barely bar mitzvah age when it was released, and it was the beat and magic of the melody that made it a great
song to me. Later, the poetry of the lyrics struck my very soul. Music played a critical role in helping to end racism and social isolation
among blacks and whites in America, and Ben E. King became of the icons to break the crossover barriers in the then separate black
and white music markets. The message so eloquently sung says, between the lines, we are one community.

The words also describe the soul and character of OZ. With gentility cloaked in toughness, we have faced some uncomfortable odds,
“the mountains crumbling into the sea,” with faith, trust, reliance and unconditional love that takes each of us to new heights, and, as
a community, to stand as one to face the future.

My resignation as President after 15 months was a heart-wrenching decision, but my continual travel to Maryland prevented me from
performing my duties the way I thought the office required in order to be a caring steward. “Uncle Stu Needs You” is, in its simplest
form, “Stand by Me.” So, as I step down as President and resume my tenure on the Board, I ask that you all ‘stand by me’ and place
your confidence and trust in our new co-Presidents, Sue Schein and Viven Brown, and in Secretary Basha Brody, co-Treasurers Rick
Wolfish and Peggy Munro, our remarkable Board, Rabbi Chasan, Rabbi Salzman, Trustees Judy Hershberg and Harvey Klein, Principal
Naomi Barell and her staff, Raul and Kathy Guevara, Tari Santor, Becca Rimmel, Pat Codding, our Sisterhood, our volunteers, and
our new Executive Director, Peter Pelaia. It’s been an honor and a privilege to serve as your President, and more important, to have
your friendship. As Bob Hope used to say, “thanks for the memories.”

We recently celebrated Purim, a holiday that commemorates survival against great odds and the giving of shelach manos (gifts, charity)
to those who need help. Now a series of special Shabbatot will be lighting the way to Pesah, the festival of freedom. The holiday will
be bittersweet for my family this year, our first Pesah without the actual physical presence of Mom and Dad. Along with our family’s
other departed beloved, they will be celebrating with us from on high. The joy is found in Michelle, Thomas, Jonathan, myself and
our extended family in different states, linked through our heritage.

The first seder is the most celebrated family holiday among all of our Jewish holidays, so as we shop and kasher our homes, we are
one community. As our seders begin we remember our loved ones and special friends who are with us in spirit and always at our table.
“Let all who are hungry come and eat, all who are needy come and celebrate the Passover with us...now many are still enslaved; next
year may all men, women and children be free.” A Zeisen Pesach to all.

Good reads
Children:

for the Trees by planting a tree together. Tu B’Shevat fit perfectly into the January Hebrew School theme of
ecoJudaism.

Adults:

Rashi’s Daughters, Book 1: Joheved by Maggie Anton.

Having studied the Talmud for years and researching Rashi and Jewish life in 11th century France, writer Maggie
Anton brings the reader into the fascinating world of a family of that era. Just imagine being a young teenaged
Jewish girl during a time in Europe, prior to severe anti Semitism, when a family could be well-fed and living a good
life as owners of a vineyard. They even make a happy mistake with the grapes one year and discover Champagne!

Because her smart business woman grandmother teaches her to read, Joheved and her sisters are curious about their
father’s Talmud study. Rashi extends his legendary brilliance to figure a way to teach his daughters, while easing
their mother’s fear of the girls becoming too masculine from studying Talmud. In addition to running the family
kosher vinyard, Rashi runs a Yeshiva and has arranged perfect matches for two of his daughters. In this first of a series
of three books, the focus is on Joheved and her arranged betrothal. Read about Joheved’s struggles within a strong family and a world
ruled by superstition and threatened by demons, where breaking tradition is unimaginable.

People come in all shapes and sizes, all colors, all religions. I know
this and yet I am continually emotionally taken in by the way we
are impacting and being impacted by our new neighbors, the new
immigrants to Burlington.

There is a delightful couple who shop with us from time to time.
They came from Iraq with their four children. They had desk jobs
in Iraq, but lacking English they could not do the same work here in
their adopted country. They now earn their living doing physically
intensive work and are quite tired when they stop by the Shuk at the
end of the day. Yesterday, the husband, Mohammed, was exhausted.
While they finished shopping, I put on my coat to get the sign down
by the street. Mohammed said that he would get the sign. I protested
that he was very tired, but he said in a strong, halting voice, “We
came here. You help me. Now my turn.”

And you who are reading this have also helped Mohammed and his
wife, Adina, and their four children restart their lives. They were
allowed to immigrate with only one suitcase each. You gave and
still give quality clothing, sets of dishes and glasses, knick-knacks,
fine linens, blankets, rugs, pictures for their walls, and so many
other household items to replace the ones they had to leave behind.

Although they now pay for the Shalom Shuk merchandise, they
pay half of what other community members pay. For to begin
again with four children they still need our help. Their children,
