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A Matter of Life & Death: Jewish Bioethics for the Perplexed-A Seminar led by Lois Whitmore MA Judaic Studies

Mondays October 17 — November 21 (six sessions) 10 a.m. — 12 p.m.

In this seminar, we will explore the processes and principles of great Jewish thinkers as they pertain to bioethical issues of or time.
Jews who lived hundreds or thousands of years ago would not have had to deal with issues such as genetic testing, surrogate parenting,
organ donation, cloning, living will/advance directives or any of the other dilemmas that we may face today. We can put both
traditional and contemporary Jewish thought into conversation with these dilemmas and see what happens.

At the first meeting of this seminar we will identify specific issues that are of interest to us to research and report on in subsequent
meetings of the group, either individually, or with partners. We will also locate resources, both at local university libraries, and
online, and develop a starting bibliography for topical research. Possible topics include: end of life issues, assisted suicide, surrogate
motherhood, cloning people, stem cell research, AIDS, genetic screening and genetic therapy, health care reform and rationing and
equity, determination of death, and medical malpractice.

No special background or educational experience is needed for this seminar—an interest and curiosity about this aspect of Judaism are
all required. We will all share the responsibility for research, study, and discussion.

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ABOUT FERN HILL...

hat is Fern Hill, and how does it relate to Ohavi Zedek,

aside from being the housing project next door and
providing parking space on its front lawn during High Holidays?*
That lawn was the site of a “rural and romantic mansion,” built
in 1851 and taken down in the early 1970s, after being severely
damaged by fire. The property originally extended down the hill
to the Winooski River. Two outbuildings, traditional English
gardens, and eventually a swimming pool and tennis courts were
constructed on the site of the mansion. The Burgess family were
the proprietors of the property in 1950, when it was purchased by
Ohavi Zedek. By then, the vast estate had shrunk to 25 acres, and
additional acreage has subsequently been sold off.

In 1951 the synagogue sold the mansion to the UVM chapter
of Phi Sigma Delta fraternity, and many university students
lived there over the next 19 years. Several local residents
who were members of the fraternity remember Fern Hill as a
beautiful and well-maintained residence throughout the 1950s
and ‘60s. During the summer of 1969 vandals broke in and
destroyed much of the interior. The following year Ohavi
Zedek bought it back from the fraternity, intending to remodel
it as a home for the elderly, which proved to be prohibitively
expensive.

After the fire in 1972, the building was razed. Five years later
the congregation approved the concept of establishing a housing
facility for the elderly on 3.31 acres of the Fern Hill property, as
presented by Rabbi Wall and a small committee. Following the
example of St. Paul’s Cathedral, the committee looked to HUD (the
US Dept. of Housing and Urban Development) for funding. The
project comprises 60 one-bedroom units for low-income senior
citizens and certain citizens with mobility issues. Initial occupancy
of the building began in May of 1980. According to the agreement
with HUD, Fern Hill reverts back to the synagogue in 2020.

A separate non-profit corporation (the Synagogue Corporation)
was established for the purpose of securing funding and
developing and managing the facility. The Board of Directors of
OZ serve as members of the Synagogue Corporation. The Board
of Directors of Fern Hill is a separate board whose members are
approved by and report to the Synagogue Corporation. Currently
serving as Directors of Fern Hill are: Rabbi Chasan (an ex-officio,
voting member of the Board), Jeff Alpert, Diana Carminati,
Frank Donath, Judy Hershberg, Joy Livingston, Ingrid Pels, Bob
Pepperman Taylor and Nancy Sugarman.

As a HUD project, Fern Hill is subject to the agency’s stringent
and ever-changing regulations regarding resident policies, physical
inspections, and two annual onsite auditors’ visits.

Rabbi Wall called the Fern hill project “a long-cherished
dream of Ohavi Zedek to provide a greatly needed service to the
community at large.” David Middlebrook, who has overseen the
management of the facility since its inception, shares Rabbi Wall’s
vision. Through his efforts to “care for the physical plant and
protect the investment of the synagogue,” Fern Hill has earned 28
consecutive Superior Awards in HUD’s annual Management and

Occupancy reviews, and David cites as his goal “to turn over a
40-year-old building in 2020 in as good or better shape than when
it was completed in 1980 by the contractor.”

*The lawn that accommodates OZ parking for High Holidays

is maintained by Fern Hill, but not actually part of the Fern Hill
complex; however, HUD inspections include the project’s environs,
encompassing the area from the building to North Prospect Street.

OHAVI ZEDEK SOLAR PROJECT

The threats posed by global warming on fellow Vermonters and
others in the world are becoming more real every year. Both the
teachings of Judaism and our basic human compassion leads us to
ask, “What can we do about this?”

The OZ Social Action Committee is exploring the possibility of a
project to install solar photovoltaic (PV) panels on the roof of the
synagogue building. As electric usage is one of the biggest ways that
our building produces carbon emissions, offsetting this usage with
the production of carbon neutral solar electricity would be a big step
towards reducing our carbon footprint.

Ohavi Zedek is blessed with a roof which has better potential for
solar than many other religious organizations in the area. Temple
Sinai and many churches, for example, have buildings with very
architectural roofs which do not allow much space for the installation
of solar panels free of shade. Our building
has a large, open roof with a very gentle
slope and without much to shade panels
on the roof. A solar project at OZ will
be a great use of a good solar resource.

This solar project will also be a
great example for all other religious
organizations in the area and will be a
meaningful gift to our children and all future congregants.
