Children:

Beautiful Yetta: The Yiddish Chicken, by Daniel Pinkwater, illustrated by Jill Pinkwater.
This is a book about a chicken who escapes the crates of an organic chicken farmer, Mr. Flegleman, who with tears 
says “zey geZUNT, meyn TEYehreh HEEnehr,” “good-bye, my dear chickens” before bringing them in a crate to 
Phil’s Poultry World.  Yetta the Yiddish Chicken decides she  “…will not be roasted chicken on a Friday night” 
and succeeds in escaping.

“She is free.  She is in Brooklyn.” In the first half of the book all the dialogue is in English, Yiddish, and transliterated 
Yiddish.  Children will really enjoy the sound of Yiddish.  I’m thinking of buying the book for my home just to 

be able to say Yiddish sentences and gaze at the delicious illustrations.  Yetta encounters some challenging animals (like rats) until she 
meets popuGEYehn, parrots. Their dialogue is in English and Spanish so now children get to hear “ikh koom foon dehr KUHNtry,” “I’m 
from the country” from Yetta and “yo Ahmo ah EHSta gahYEEna,”  “I love this chicken,” from the one of the escaped pet parrots who 
had gained enough experience as part of Brooklyn’s nuevo wildlife to show Yetta “how to find fruit and crusts of pizza in the garbage.”  
In turn, Yetta chases cats, tells the parrots stories and becomes the leader of the Spanish speaking parrots, “or maybe their mother.”

We recently celebrated Educator Appreciation Shabbat at OZ. It was a wonderful morning. Group aliyot honored current 
and past Hebrew School teachers and principals, madrichim, and Hebrew School administrators. I was happy to be 

amongst those called up for my past participation as a Hebrew School administrator/principal. I was also pleased that my 
grandson Lucian participated as a current madrich. 

Rabbi Joshua spoke about the importance of education for Jews and asked the congregation what was important for us to teach 
and learn at Ohavi Zedek. Some of the answers included love, joy, Torah, how to question what we are being taught, keeping 
tradition while honoring change, and encouraging lifelong learning. Every Hebrew School class spent at least part of the service 
in the sanctuary, with Kitah Zayin staying for the whole service and leading the congregation in Adon Olam at the end. It wasn’t 
until we started singing this last prayer that I realized that adult education and the Ohavi Zedek Adult Education Committee 
have not traditionally been a part of our annual Educator Appreciation Shabbat. I have been assured that this important aspect of 
education will be honored in next year’s celebration.

So I am taking this opportunity to honor this year’s OZ Adult Education Committee and teachers. Committee members 
include: Rabbi Joshua, Judy Chalmer, Mitch Goldberg, Roz Grossman, Bob Mayer, Peter Pelaia, Mike Strauss, and Susan Weiss. 
Rabbi Joshua teaches an early Shabbat morning Torah study; Rabbi Jan led a Jewish mysticism course that attracted about 40 
people; David Brown, a professional photographer, offered two classes in the basics of photography; Susan Weiss taught a well-
attended writing class and also organized a panel discussion about helping community members in need; Champlain College 
professor Bob Mayer, who has become a popular teacher at OZ, taught two history courses; and Judy Chalmer led a reading of 
a play on a winter Sunday afternoon.

We know the importance of our Hebrew School. Our children are the hope for the future of Judaism and so much more. But 
in the recent Tikvah 2020 report an emphasis was placed on creating an atmosphere of lifelong learning at Ohavi Zedek. The 
report said:

OZ needs an active Adult Education Committee designed to create an understanding of the scope of Adult Education at OZ 
and to create an active program. 

The OZAE Committee more than lives up to this vision. The committee is currently helping plan the Feen Lecture to be given 
next fall, as well as classes to be offered in the fall. As Chair of the Committee, it is an honor for me to work with such a gifted 
group of committee members.

What fun to hear the comments from shoppers who have 
known our store for many years: “WOW! You can see 

in here.”  “A real treat to shop here now.” “What a difference, you 
have heat.” “When did this happen, do pants really cost $1-2?”  
“You have really fine merchandise now...”  

Even more joy is expressed when the magic happens. Magic? 
Well, I hesitate to call them miracles in a religious shop, yet we 
certainly have ongoing events that cannot be explained rationally. 
For instance, one winter day a year ago a lady name Kerry brought 
a truck full of baby furniture to the Shuk. (Those of you who have 
been inside know we don’t have room for large furniture.) At that 
moment, a couple from Somalia who were expecting a baby were 
in the Shuk. They needed the furniture and Kerry was delighted to 
drive it to their apartment.

Then last week Lois, who is being served by COTS, was 
shopping with us for  clothing for herself and her yet-to-be-born 
twin babies.  As she selected clothing, Kerry arrived with more 
baby items and made arrangements to bring baby furniture to Lois’.

And one early morning last winter a new comforter was donated.  
Fine warm blankets and comforters go quickly in the winter. But 
this popular item had not been taken all day. Then a woman called.  
She had just left an abusive situation and needed a blanket--did we 
have one? Things like this happen over and over in our little shop.  

And there are the fun happenings: an authentic Navy uniform 
was donated followed by Susan who needed clothing for a puppet 
show about a sea voyage. A blouse priced originally at $1200 is 
being unpacked while Shirley, a regular customer, is shopping for 
her fashion conscious daughter. We unpack and hang a dramatic 
petite dress and a student, who is just the right size and needs a dress 
for a family wedding in Texas, walks in the door.  A new family from 
Nepal comes to the store just after a set of dishes have been donated.

Another major welcome change is that we are making more 
money than ever. Among the reasons for this income are: donations 
now include fine merchandise, such as china, housewares, 
good clothing in excellent condition, pictures, jewelry, knick-
knacks, small appliances, etc. Please keep these contributions of 
merchandise coming. We are also still accepting donations to pay 
for the renovation project which was undertaken last year.  

Another reason our income has increased is that you and many 
other community members are now shopping at the Shuk. Our fine 
merchandise is going into households all over our community. The 
Shalom Shuk is now on the map as a place to shop. Thank you all 
for making it so.
